· Allow your eyes to look for:

· Capitalized words

· Numbers

· Strong words 

· Do not worry with small words like a, an, etc.

· Fill in “story” of text using closure
· Get one or two pieces of information per paragraph

· Does NOT have to be the “most important”

· Take notes into GPIRATES charts, guided by Guiding questions and Reading Guide
· Do timelines and maps 

· Notice change and continuity, and comparisons
· Quick quiz as you read/take notes

· Look over previous notes

· Quick quiz over your notes

4.  After you have read each day:
